CLASS DESCRIPTION: 

Lessons: Friday-Private $100 per hour, semi-private (2 students) $75 per student per hour, group lessons (3 or 4 students) $55 per student per hour.  Please contact clinic coordinator to schedule. 
Level 1: Sat: from 9a to 1p & Sun 9a-1p. This course will cover the basic skills that you need to be safe with you’re your horse.  You will learn the basics of prey animal psychology, horsenalities, the seven games, and level one patterns.  This course will be ground play only.  Equip needed-rope halter, 12’ lead line, carrot stick w/savvy string,. $285*
Level 2: Sat from 2p-6p & Sun 2p-6p. This class is appropriate for those currently in Level 2 . In this class you continue to develop the relationship with your horse into a mutually rewarding experience through communication, confidence, timing and fluidity. Ground skills and riding skills are covered. Pre-requisite for this class is the ability to complete the ground skills listed on the Level 2 assessment. This course will cover the level 2 and 3 freestyle skills- both days. Equip needed – rope halter, 12’ lead line, carrot stick w/ savvy string, saddle & pad.  Cradle bridle if highly recommended. $285*
*Plus facility fee & stabling if applicable.

IMPORTANT INFO: 

· Please mark or label your equipment so you’ll know which one is yours. 

· The first approx 45 minutes are without your horse. If your horse cannot be tied to the trailer, it may be best to leave them on the trailer until you are ready for them. For other options or day stall, contact host               Pam Adair at 910-681-1537 or pjacapone@yahoo.com
· If you are pregnant and wish to participate, please contact clinic coordinator before registering for any classes. If Kelly deems a horse to be unsafe to be in a class, she reserves the right to ask the student to no longer participate with that horse. If you have any questions about this, please contact the clinic coordinator. 

· Using PNH equipment is strongly suggested. A limited amount of PNH equipment and programs will be available the day of the clinic. It is suggested that you purchase your equipment prior to class. Please support your instructor by purchasing your Parelli Equipment through her site. Go to www.kellysigler.com and click “shop”.  Please contact coordinator if you do not have PNH or equivalent equipment.  

· Please check the weather before traveling.  Dress appropriately to accommodate the weather.  Bring a comfortable chair to take breaks.

HEALTH CERTIFICATE AND COGGINS: 
A current negative coggins is required for all horses. Please show coggins before unloading your horse. Health Certificates may be required for horses entering from out of state. 

STABLING: 
Limited stabling (stall or paddock) is available to those who need it. Cost is $15/night , includes bedding. You will need to bring your own hay & feed and associated buckets.  Stall cleaning is $5/day. Feeding available for $5/day. To arrange for stabling or ask questions regarding the facility, please contact the clinic host (Pam Adair). 
HOURS: 
Check in one hour before class starts. Please have rider fees and paperwork in by or before August 15, 2010 so check in will run smoothly. The morning clinic is from 9am to 1pm the afternoon clinic is from 2 pm to 6pm. There will be short breaks in the morning and afternoon. Riders are welcome to audit the other clinic free of charge. 
COST: 


To participate with your horse in either of the workshops the fee is $145 plus a $10 per day facility fee. Contact Clinic Coordinator listed above for any questions.   You can download the Rider Registration and Liability Waiver forms from Kelly’s website www.kellysigler.com. Please complete these forms and send them in with your check for $145 (made out to Kelly Sigler) to Kelly Sigler, 289 Daytona Rd, Wagener SC 29164.  You may pay with a credit card through PayPal (small fee added) by visiting Kelly’s website www.kellysigler.com and clicking on the rider fee next to the class you plan to take. Your rider position is confirmed after receipt of payment. Participants are allowed to bring one auditor free and are welcome to audit the other class free of charge. Please list his/her name on your registration form.  Stabling and facility fees are payable to the clinic host.  The stabling fee and facility fee will need to be paid when you arrive at the clinic at the check in table. 

AUDITORS: 
To audit a clinic means to have a position in the audience...like auditing a college class. Kelly welcomes class related questions from auditors during class and will be happy to answer other questions during breaks. You will want to bring a comfortable chair as available seating may be limited. The fee is $25 for 1 day $50 for 2 days (to audit both classes). Savvy Club Members, bring your card and receive $5 off the audit fee per day. Children under the age of 12 accompanying a paying adult are admitted free. Signing up in advance is not required. 

FOOD: Facility Fee includes donuts and coffee for breakfast and subway sandwich and drink for lunch.  
FACILITY: The facility has no indoor arena so weather may be an issue.  Please plan accordingly and dress appropriately.  Bring a comfortable chair for those who wish to audit or for those who wish to sit and take a break.  You may also want to bring sunscreen, chapstick, and a lap blanket to keep warm.  
STALLIONS AND DOGS: Stallions and dogs not permitted. 

CANCELLATIONS: Please understand that clinics are booked based on headcount. Therefore, late cancellations can cause significant complications.  Should you cancel less than 30 days from the clinic date, it is your responsibility to find someone to take your place.  Once the replacement participant has paid, you will then receive a refund.  If you are unable to find someone to take your position, you will receive a credit of what you have paid for either another clinic or a private lesson—at Kelly’s discretion.
