CLASS DESCRIPTION:

Clinic: Level 3/4..Advancing towards refinement (Saturday and Sunday) In this course, you will refine your online skills to help prepare you and your horse for refinement and Game of Contact on the ground and then translate this into the saddle.  We will also develop our liberty in the roundpen.  Under saddle, we will focus on freestyle and the ingredients needed for Game of Contact and finesse.  Equipment needed:  Two 22 ft lines or NEW PNH long lines, available thru Parelli- these are highly recommended!  Saddle, bridle, one to two carrot sticks.

Cost: $410.  Includes two four hour sessions per day.  First session runs from 9-1 and the second 2-6.  This clinic is limited to 8 participants.
Private Lessons: Friday and Monday. Private hourly rate: $75.   Semi- private hr rate: $60.  Group (3 or more) $45 per hour
to 6 people.

STABLING: $30 per day for a stall includes shaving/sawdust.

FACILITY INFO: The facility has a large sand outdoor arena which will be available to us, weather permitting.  Otherwise, we will have use of a large, safe indoor, also with a sand arena. All participants will need to sign a liability form for Tally Ho Farm as well as provide a copy of their Health insurance coverage, a contact in case of an accident, and contact information on their stall door.

· Please mark or label your equipment so you’ll know which one is yours.

· If you are pregnant and wish to participate, please contact clinic coordinator before registering for any classes. If Kelly deems a horse to be unsafe to be in a class, she reserves the right to ask the student to no longer participate with that horse. · Using PNH equipment is strongly suggested. A limited amount of PNH equipment and programs will be available the day of the clinic. It is suggested that you purchase your equipment prior to class. Please support your instructor by purchasing your Parelli Equipment through her site. Go to www.kellysigler.com and click “shop”. Please contact coordinator if you do not have PNH or equivalent equipment.

· Please check the weather before traveling. Dress appropriately to accommodate the weather.

· Bring a comfortable chair if you are auditing or wish to take breaks.

· Please bring your own lunch and refreshments.  There is no vending at the facility or food establishments nearby.
